DEBTORS’ RENEWED MOTION FOR EXPEDITED 

HEARING ON EMERGENCY MOTION FOR ORDER 
ESTABLISHING BIDDING PROCEDURES IN CONNECTION 

WITH THE SALE OF SUBSTANTIALLY ALL OF THE 
DEBTORS’ ASSETS 

Federated Sports & Gaming, Inc. (“FSG”) and Federated Heartland, Inc. (“FHI”) 

(collectively, the “Debtors”), by and through their undersigned counsel, hereby move this Court 

pursuant to Bankruptcy Rule 2002 for an Order scheduling an expedited hearing and shortening 

time for notice of the deadline to object to the Emergency Motion For Order Establishing 

Bidding Procedures (the “Procedures Motion”) and in support thereof state as follows: 

1. On February 28, 2012 (the “Petition Date”), the Debtors filed voluntary petitions 

under chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code initiating these cases.  The Debtors are in possession of 

their property and the management of their businesses as debtors-in-possession pursuant to 

§§ 1107 and 1108 of the Bankruptcy Code. 

2. Pursuant to an Asset Purchase Agreement dated May 8, 2012 (the “Agreement”), 

All In Production, LLP (the “AIP”) has agreed to purchase substantially all of the Debtors’ 

assets. 

3. On May 8, 2012, the Debtors filed a Motion for Order Authorizing the Sale of 

Substantially all of Debtors’ Assets (the “Asset Sale Motion’). 
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4. On May 8, 2012, the Debtors also filed the Bid Procedures Motion which seeks 

the entry of an order (the “Bid Order”) approving the Bidding and Auction Procedures for the 

sale of substantially all of the Debtors’ assets and an assumption and assignment of some or all 

of Debtors’ contracts.  The bidding and auction procedures are in the best interests of the 

Debtors’ estates and creditors because such procedures will ensure the Debtors receive the 

maximum possible value for the sale of their assets. 

5. Debtors seek emergency relief for several reasons.  First, the Agreement requires 

that an auction take place on or before June 14, 2012.  Accordingly, the Bid Procedures Motion 

also contemplates the Debtors conducting an auction by June 14, 2012, with a sale hearing by 

June 15, 2012.  In order for the Court to conduct a sale hearing by June 15, 2012, bidding 

procedures must be approved in advance, and should give potential bidders adequate time to 

conduct due diligence, decide whether to bid, and how much to bid, for Debtors’ assets.  It is in 

all parties’ best interest to give potential bidders adequate time to make these decisions in 

advance of a sale hearing.  Moreover, it is in all parties’ best interest to conduct a sale hearing 

within the time contemplated in the Agreement.  One of the Debtors, FSG, is still in the start up 

phase of its business, and as such, has not realized its revenue potential.  As such, it does not 

generate sufficient revenues to fully support ongoing operations.  However, its potential is great, 

and it has developed the foundation for substantial future revenues.  It must be sold expeditiously 

in order to preserve its value.  FHI, the other Debtor, generates substantial revenues, but it must 

also be sold quickly in order to maintain the value of its assets, including valuable contract 

rights.  The bottom line is that in order to generate the highest possible sales proceeds, it is 

crucial that the sale process proceed as contemplated in the Bid Procedures Motion.  If the time 

to respond to the Bid Procedures Motion remains unchanged, and parties are given the standard 
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14 days to respond, the sale process will be delayed, which likely will jeopardize the value of the 

Debtors’ assets, to the detriment of all stakeholders.  

6. The Debtors believe that notice by first class mail or via the Court’s ECF system 

(as appropriate) to: (i) the Office of the United States Trustee, (ii) counsel to Debtors’ secured 

creditors, (iii) the creditors holding the twenty (20) largest unsecured claims against the Debtors, 

(iv) required government agencies; (v) counter-parties to executory contracts and unexpired 

leases; and (vi) all parties that have requested notice pursuant to Bankruptcy Rule 2002(m) will 

be sufficient for entry of an order on this Motion. 

7. The Debtors therefore seek an Order from this Court scheduling an expedited 

hearing (the “Hearing”) and requiring that any objections to the Bid Procedures Motion be 

presented at the hearing. 

WHEREFORE, the Debtors respectfully requests the entry of an Order scheduling an 

expedited hearing on the Bid Procedures Motion, setting a deadline for objections to be filed and 

granting such other and further relief as is just and proper.
